Dear Friends, 

 You have probably 

heard it said, ñEvery Sunday 

is a little Easter.ò  Indeed, 
because Christ was raised 

on the first day of the week, 

Sunday became the Chris-

tian day of worship and 

Eucharist. 

Easter as a liturgical season 

goes for 50 days until the 

Day of Pentecost.   Simply, 

it is of such momentous joy 

and wonder, it must be pro-

longed in order to savor the 
fullness of the life-changing 

event of the Resurrection. 

 One the most visi-

ble symbols of Eastertide 

(the Great 50 days)  is the 

Paschal Candle.  Standing in 

the center of the chancel, it 

was lighted with the new 

fire struck on Easter.  The 

celebrant solemnly traced 

the cross saying, ñ Christ 

yesterday and today, the 

Beginning and the End.ò 

also tracing the ñAlpha and 

Omegaò (the first and last 

letters of the Greek alpha-
bet) then carving the year 

2014 saying, ñ His are the 

times and ages. To him be 

glory and dominion through 

all ages of eternity. 

Amen.ò   

 The candle was 

then carried through the 

congregation while the dea-

con proclaimed, ñChrist our 

Lightò.  It is a profound call 
to believe in Christ Jesus 

and be enlightened by 

him.  Light casts away dark-

ness, Jesus guides us 

through the dark things in 

our life by following his 

Light.  It is by His light that 

we see the truth.   

 During the Season 

of Light, Easter we will use 

the Paschal Candle to lead 

our processions and gather 

Special points of inter-

est:!
